Qualified applicants are at the federal GS 11/12/13 level. This detail will enable a candidate to combine their science, legal or business background with training and experience in the technology transfer field.  Candidates from NOAA, as well as other federal agencies will be considered.  However, candidate’s salary will continue to be paid by their home organization.  The detailee will work with ORTA staff, as well as researchers and technology and business development people within and outside NOAA.  The ORTA Technology Transfer functions are to assist NOAA laboratories with patent applications and licensing; advise on Cooperative Research and Development Agreements (CRADAs); maintain NOAA records on patent and licenses; and manage NOAA’s account with the Patent and Trademark Office. ORTA also represents NOAA in the Federal Laboratory Consortium, chairs the NOAA technology transfer Working Group, and recommends NOAA policy on technology commercialization issues.

· Organization of specialized meetings or conference sessions
· Development of technology transfer educational programs for scientists;
· Program coordination and monitoring;
· Developing technology transfer success stories;
· Patent related issues for NOAA scientists; 
· Other duties as pertaining to intellectual property and technology transfer.
